of the
SCIENTIA VINCES
(Through Knowledge, We Win)
the First President of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia)
His Excellency Mikhail Efimovich Nikolaev
Stipend

I.General Provisions

1.1. The Scientia Vinces (Through Knowledge, We Win) stipend, hitherto referred as
Stipend, was established by the First President of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) His
Excellency Mikhail Efimovich Nikolaev, hitherto referred as the Founder, and is awarded to
school students, students, teachers, educators, expert in arts and culture and artists in order to
improve the quality of education and upbringing and to stimulate creative work of a teacher and
a student.

The following applicants are eligible for the Scientia Vinces (Through Knowledge, We
Win) stipend:

» students of general education schools, institutions of additional education for children,
who have shown outstanding abilities in educational and research activities based on the
results of regional, interregional, country-wide and international subject olympiads,
reviews and competitions;
» teachers of general education schools, teachers of institutions of additional education for
children, teachers of professional educational institutions, who trained the winners of
regional, interregional, country-wide and international subject olympiads, reviews and
competitions in physics, mathematics, engineering and natural sciences, and whose
activities were resulted in effective implementation of scientific and methodological
work;

* heads of educational institutions who have achieved high levels in the organization of

the educational processes, who have made a significant contribution to the development

of the student research activities;

» Russian and foreign educators, culture and art experts who made a significant

contribution to the development of education, culture and art.

I1. Nomination procedure

2.1 For the formation of a contingent of applicants for the scholarship “Knowledge Will
Win” a The selection committee set up by the Sakha Junior Science Academy of the Republic of
Sakha (Yakutia), a state autonomous educational establishment of the Republic of Sakha
(Yakutia), hitherto referred as the Academy, forms the pool of candidates for the nomination
short list. The Founder sets up the Public Nomination Committee, hitherto referred as the
Committee. The number of its member, personal composition of the committee and the terms of
their participation in the committee is approved by the Founder. The Public Nomination
Committee selects the nomination short list for the Founders approval one calendar month before
the award ceremony date.

2.2. Candidates for the Stipend are nominated by student and pedagogical councils of
educational institutions before October 1.

2.3. Any of the eligible persons may be invited by the Academy for personal participation
in an open nomination procedure.



2.4. The Committee conducts an open nomination procedure during annually held the
Festival of Science week. The open nomination procedure program includes public lectures and
performances of fellows from previous years.

2.5. The applicants may personally participates in all program activities of the Festival of
Science and has the right to invite one other participant to take part in the procedure - a parent,
teacher, supervisor, classmate, at their discretion.

I11. Nomination Short List Selection Procedure

3.1 Nomination Short List Selection Procedure may be conducted in person and in
absentia of the nominated person.

3.2. The Committee selects the candidates for the Nomination Short List by an open vote
with preference to the candidates shown the highest scores.

3.3. The vote results of the Committee after approval by the Founder announced no later
than the end of first week of the month of November.

IVV. The Award Procedure

4.1. The size and number of Stipends will be established annually no later than the first of
October.

4.2. The Stipend is awarded by the Founder on the 13 of November.

4.3. The Stipend holder is awarded the medal and the table medal on which the words
“Scientia vinces”. Through Knowledge, fom the First President M.E.Nikolaev” engraved.
Scientia vinces is written in Latin letter. The rest of the engraving is done in Russian.

4.4. All the newly selected Stipend holders during the Festival of Science are obliged to
give lectures or hold master classes for participants of the Festival of Science.

V. Records and documentation

5.1. Based on the materials of the submission, selection and presentation of the Stipend,
the relevant documentation is drawn up.

5.2. The secretary of the Committee is selected from the members of the Committee. The
duties of the secretary of the Committee include the organization of timely notification and
conduct of the proper paperwork.

5.3. An publicly open nomination procedure is held in the form of a public lectures
delivered by the applicants on topics of the human development, nature, society, education and
science. The terms and conditions of their lectures will be published in mass media outlets and
communicated to the Committee before to each applicant one calendar month before the public
open selection procedure.
